Wayanad’s Mayday Calls, 2024

In July 2024, Wayanad, Kerala, was struck by a devastating
landslide due to heavy monsoon rains. On the night of July

30th, intense rainfall saturated the soil, triggering a massive

landslide in the Meppadi area, burying homes and roads. Over
400 people were killed, and many more were injured or
missing. Thousands were displaced, and significant

environmental damage occurred. The landslide disrupted

wildlife habitats, caused soil erosion, and affected the natural

- landscape. The destruction of trees and vegetation also

contributed to the loss of biodiversity. Wayanad's tea and spice

Jrilumigie plantations, a major part of its economy, were also severely
affected.

In response, the Kerala government and local authorities took

immediate action. Emergency rescue teams, including the

police, fire services, and the National Disaster Response Force

(NDRF), were deployed to search for survivors and retrieve

bodies. Helicopters were used to deliver food and medicines to

areas that were inaccessible by road. This tragedy highlighted

the urgent need for better disaster preparedness and
environmental protection.

H.O.D,
School of Folklore Studies, Calicut University.

Shreya: What is the impact of folklore in your life? Did the environment that you
grew up in, have an influence on your interest in this subject?

Dr Raghavan: Yes, as I've spent my childhood living in the streets of divine culture
and heritage, I've found myself getting inspired by Theyyam and other art forms.
The values and morals I got from them have a huge impact and
significance on my life. The environment I was surrounded was related to folklore
in one way or another, and as a little boy, I grew familiarity with this custom. And
with time, I found myself drawn to learning more about practices and rituals that
had been passed down through generations.

Aarushi: What do you think is the impact of political and economic changes on
folklore?

Dr Raghavan: Political and economic situations impact folklore through its
environment and study as a subject. As generations pass, new values emerge,
replacing older ones. And this transformation is not just limited to India.
Obviously, folklore is a consumption.



Wemust recognise the waysin which
traditional studvmethods huvebeen
lost in the present generation and work
torestore them. For example, it 15 oot
about studying old forms of Thevyam
but ruther the manner in which
Theyvam evolves with the evolution of
beliefs. UNESCO has decided 1o
preserve folklore for new productes, but
it 15 important to recogmise that 1t
cinnot be held onto in one form. Thus,
you can dee how changes in the
environment afiect lolklore.

Rithvik : How do you think globalisation affects folklore?

Rithvik: What compelled vou 1o create the Deparmment of Follklore in Calicur
university?

Dr Raghavan: The Department of Folklore st Calicut University has i rich history,
with contributions from Achyutha Menon and Kottarathil Shankonm dating back
centuries. However, it was not considered a subject for university study due to the
impact of business on our lives, including the disappearance of many phenomeni,
Mommen Mappillai proposed that Kottarathil Shankunni, a talented storvieller,
submited a few of his tales for publication in the monthly Bashaposhini. Thus,
efforts o popularise folklore have been ongoing for a long time, and the
compilation of tales that became known as the published *Aithihvamaala® o
preserve morals and stories, This is crucial in today's world where values have lost
relevance in voutli. Value conservation was not just terminal vo Dnding it wias seen in
Germany too, where the Grimm Brothers collected lolktales to preserve old
German values in children; ultimately publishing these tales as a volume in print
However, folklore education and research in Kerala bad oot gained sufficient
popularity. Besides, it is oot within the power of & single person like me to incretse
its significance. The age and the era should demand it A person is merely a mediom
through which the forces of nature express their demands. First, the Bhasha
Institure insigred on o rexthook, clavming that this subject could only be taught in o
classroom setting if one was avinlable. That 13 how the book Felklore came into
being.

I made a strong impression on the Malayvalam Department at Calicur Universaty
when | arrived, stressing the need for a BA course in folklore as MA courses on the
same subjects were more common up to that poing | had pushed for this course
because | was on the BA board, but they were unwilling to change, They clifmed
that no rextbook existed thal covered this topic. 1o order to ensure that this concep



wiritld oot be forgotien because there was no textboak, [ eventually ook action and
promised 1o provide the content immediately and publish the book in four months,
resulting in the first "Kerala Folklore" textbook appearing on the syllabus! The
mixst wetl-known authors in the field contributed twenty-seven articles to the book.
The Vice Chancellor of Calicut University, Iir. K K N Kurup, was one of the key
figures in charge of the Folklore Department later on, It was through his book
“Aryan and Dravidian Elements in Malabar Folklore®™ that this term was
familiarised. Because of his passion for the topic and our friendship, he encouraged
us 1o launch this Folklore Department as soon as he was appointed Vice Chancellor.
The department was initially established in Vadakara, the land of Kalari, as Kalari
Chikitsa was an optional subject in MA. The first faculty member to join withouot an
SSLC cernficate taught this subject for ten to twelve years, thus establishing the
Folklore Department.
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Shreya: How do you think breaking up of large communities and the rise of nuclear
families can impact a community’s folklore?

Ajay Kumar Sir: The nuclear family concept, introduced to India in 1920 during
British rule, was based on the belief that India's strength lies in its large
communities and joint families. But in this generation, the family is now reduced to
a father, mother, and children, with economic and personal factors contributing to
the decline in the number of children. This shift in family structure is a significant
shift in India's history. Nuclear families are becoming more prevalent, while large
families are disappearing. The micro family has such a tiny orbit, with only a few
people to even visit our homes. It pains my heart even to think of the Adivasi
community. The government took everything from them—their livelihood and
subsistent necessities. Instead of making them urbanites, it is important to
conserve and preserve their culture and practices. Every city has cell towers, but
how many birds are there?
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Shreya: Are there scientific reasons
|behind unwritten rules of a folk
culture?

Dr Raghavan: With the emergence of
& the modern world and importance of
. scientific reasoning, when a belief
from the past is against the logic of
the present generation, this becomes
a superstition, and the ones that are
in favour are termed a good belief.
The way we perceive a belief in this



modern world is a very complicated case. Say, for example, when humans burned
camphor on their palms in the past, they knew it wouldn't burn them. However,
science has since shown us that this is the case because of temperature differences,
which cause our palms to burn only after the camphor has burned completely. Our
ancestors may not have known the science behind it, but they still followed the
results as they knew that there must be some logic behind it. Rather than
understanding the ancient practices and connecting them with science and
technology and further developing them, we chose to simply replace them. This is
not a specific country's fault but a global problem. Rather than just living on the
basis of scientific reasoning, what we could have done was to connect these ancient
practices with the modern lifestyle and living conditions and make it more valid.
With the emergence of science and technology, it has lost its relevance. But yet, on
the other hand, our ancestors used to say to not be near the Paala tree during the
evening, and now it's scientifically proven too that since the tree produces a surplus
amount of carbon monoxide, it's

very harmful for us. Therefore, even ! . T
though the past generation didn't -,
know the science behind certain ' :
factors, that doesn't mean that that
factor is entirely wrong; it must have
some logicin order to be a value.
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Shreya: I actually have one more question that just came to my mind. That is, you
know how you said we would not get the same treatment if we were the guests in
Europe? Do you think it could be because they think they are bigger than us or
because they have enough resources that they do not need to rely on their culture
for money?

Dr Raghavan: More than both of these, the difference in culture is the main reason
for this. For them, individual freedom is more important than the society. And if you
ask then why are we having such a home stay system, see it is similar to visiting a
z00. According to not just me, but studies conducted, the joy of visiting zoos is
seeing the wild animals who were once free, deprived of their freedom. It is not
about watching wild animals, but watching the bondage of wild animals that excites
us. That is the joy, foreigners get from staying at our homes. By watching our poor
old lives they are able to impose on us a system thought that was prevalent even
during the colonial period. But they won’t allow that system to exist in their
country.

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The muscle we have to train the most in life
is our brain.

Forcing yourself to learn usually leaves
more to be desired. To learn most
effectively, develop a desire to study and a
need for knowledge. Be confident in your
abilities. If you know you understood
something well, don’t worry about it later
on just before an exam or a test. The biggest
factor that hampers students is not the
difficulty of learning, but the fear of
forgetting something you already know.
Trust your mind and let go of the fear. It
might take some time to adjust but once
you’ve figured it out, your learning
experience will be greatly improved.

Etymology -

Etymology is the scientific study of finding
out the origin of a word and how it got its
current meaning. It tells the entire story of a
word, and its evolution over the years. Most
of these stories are pretty interesting and
sometimes, they can even be quite
unbelievable!

An example of this would be the connection
between ‘pens and ‘pasta’, two completely
different words which seem to have nothing
in common. But however, they do have one
pretty huge similarity-

They both originate from the same word, or
in other words, they have the same
Etymology. The word ‘pen’ came from the
Latin word ‘penne’, which translates to
‘feather’ in English. The usage of feathers
by dipping its quill into ink to write
documents was prevalent in ancient times,
hence the reason for_the origin of the word
‘pen’ from ‘penne’.

Does the word ‘penne’ sound familiar? Yes,

the reason why the ‘penne’ pasta got its
name is because of its resemblance to a

feather’s quill! This anecdote is a great
example of how two seemingly unrelated
words can have similar etymologies,
showing us that there is more to them than
what'meets the eye. Words are sometimes
assigned quite literally. As we found out
from the case of Penne pasta, it got its name
‘penne’ due to its literal resemblance to a
quill. But there are also cases where words
originate and get their current meaning
from a long story.

Picture this. It’s the year 1377. You enter the
state of Ragusa in present day Croatia. But
before you can go about exploring the city,
you are made to sit isolated for 30 days. This
1s to see whether you carry the symptoms of
the deadly Bubonic Plague. Does the setting
sound familiar? A similar situation might
have been relevant about 4 years ago. I'm
talking about how the word ‘Quarantine’
came to existence. The word ‘Quarantine’
originated from the word ‘Quarentina’
which means 40 days in Italian (This
1solation period got extended to 40 days in
the 1400s).

It is also said that ships were also made to go
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through a similar treatment after every
journey to get rid of all the possible bacteria
carried on by its passengers.

Etymology can also reveal some pretty
absurd ways of how a word came into
existence. A pretty funny story
pertaining Etymology is how

the Secretary bird got its

name. One story goes that

the secretary bird was

named as such because

it seemed to have

feathers pinned on its

head (kind of how a

secretary tucks a pen

behind his/her ear).

However, another

story goes that the

secretary bird was first

named the Sagittarius

bird and this word

became a mouthful for

people to pronounce.

Though they tried their
best to pronounce it, over
the years Sagittarius
eventually became....
Secretary.

Like this, there are many more stories,

which only give further proof that
Etymology is indeed a beautiful field of
study. But to include a few more stories in

here will only make this article rather long.

In conclusion, I believe that everyone
should give Etymology a chance as it also
teaches us a pretty important lesson, that is
to never judge a book by its cover. From my
personal experience, I felt as my first
assumptions of certain people were
usually wrong and I needed to try
and get to know someone in
order to actually know
someone. Getting to know
someone is like knowing
their Etymology and it’s
people’s etymologies
that make them who

they are.

Black holes are the most enigmatic entities in our Universe.Ablack hole is a region of space where gravity is so strong that nothing, not
even light can escape it. They're huge concentrations of matter packed into very tiny spaces. The boundary of a black hole is known as
the event horizon, a point of no return. All black holes have a singularity which is an infinitely small and infinitely dense point where
space, time and the laws of physics break.

When a giant star runs out of energy the starimplodes, and its centre collapses under its own weight. This causes an explosion called
asupernova. The giant star is eventually squashed into a super small dot you can’t see.

There are different types of black holes. They are:

1) Primordial Black holes: -

These are the smallest kinds of Black holes.

Scientists do not actually know if they exist or not because, a primordial Black hole that has the mass of the Earth would be as big as a
coin so, itis very a hard to observes them.

2) Stellarblack hole: -
When a star thatis 5 to 10 times more massive as the Sun collapsesiit turnsinto a stellar black hole. Eg.: M33 X-7, Unicorn

3) Supermassive black holes: -
There are supermassive black holes in the centre of almost every Galaxy. At the centre of the Miky Way Galaxy there is Supermassive
black hole a known as Sagittarius A*, itis 4 million time more massive than our Sun!

4) UltraMassive Black Holes: -

are

Ultra Massive Black Holes is the biggest type of Black holes. They are over 1 Billion times more massive than our Sun. The Biggest
Black Hole that we know is Ton 618 which has a mass 66 Billion times bigger than our Sun.

In any case, black holes are scary and mysterious. They will be presentin the Universe even after everything else dies.

Facts about Black Holes:

1) You can'tdirectly see a black hole, but you can see its effects on the surrounding matter and light.

2) There could be more than a billion black holes in space, and they can collide with each other.

3) Ablack hole could fitin your pocket

4) The lightest-known black hole is only 3.8 times the Sun's mass.

5) Allblack holes spin. The fastest-known - named GRS 1915+105 - clocks in at over 1,000 rotations per second.

6) Ifyoureplaced the Sunwith ablack hole of the same mass, the solar system would get a lot colder, but the planets would stay in
their orbits.

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Achallenge made by Charles Messier

What is the Messier marathon? It is a personal challenge for amateur
astronomers to spot a hundred ten space objects in a single night from the
sunset to the sunrise during a new moon day, in the March-April time frame.
These objects are from outer space far away from our solar system.

Most of these objects were discovered by Charles Messier, while a few of them
had been found before. All of them were, collectively, named after the
eighteenth-century French astronomer. He found these hundred ten objects
through his telescope. He also discovered thirteen comets. The challenge to
spotall of his discoveries is known as the Messier marathon.

Not everyone can spot all the hundred ten objects. You can even spot fifty five in
the half time. That is also an achievement. You have to prepare in advance and
set up everything with a powerful telescope, a pair of binoculars, and an app like
stellarium on the smartphone or have it on your telescope to spot stars.

The challenge taker has to get going an hour before sunset. You need a location
like a hilltop or a skydeck where you can see the horizon clearly with no
blockages like trees or walls. Any apartment or a house in a low area would
never be a place for serious challenge takers. A cloudy day is never a day for
doing astronomy with a telescope.

The delay towards failure.

| attempted the marathon on April 8th. It seemed to be a perfect day for
astronomy-it was free of clouds. Of course, | had none of the advantages that |
have said just now, except the telescope and a pair of binoculars to overview the
sky.

| was calling my father so that | could have his smartphone for access to the
stellarium app for spotting the space objects. He came back home far later than
the time | asked him to come, which definitely would cause a good delay at the
starting itself. As Murphy had said ‘whatever can go wrong will go wrong at the
worst possible time.” It was brilliant thinking with examples like mine happening
in the timeline of the universe. | had not known before that | had to go to take a
passport size photo for a travel document. | had to delay my astronomy
marathon and throw out more than a eleventh of the total of my stars from my
visibility for the travel document.

It was nine o'clock already when | returned. | barely spotted five objects and
then had to delay again for dinner. And, my spot was a place with city lights in the
light blue sky at night. The sky was brighter than a thousand full moons ata new
moon night due to the hyperactive light pollution.

Then how did | know that | spotted an object, that too which one out of the unique
one hundred ten objects? | used the stellarium app in the phone and put the

camera area in my telescope hole and it would show which celestial body the

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telescope was pointing towards, but of course the light pollution destroyed the
view of the celestial bodies and recreated the dark sky with the opposite colour. |
was very sincere with my work and did not cheat. It was just a personal
achievement and yet | had to stay up all night. | somehow spotted ten objects
and continued to spot and mark them in my notebook. The light pollution would
never subside and stay half past midnight.

The rapid work .

| tried to be very fast with my work as | had to be so. | would spot a Messier object
in twenty seconds and instantly go for the next one after | marked it in my
notebook. | almost never tried to see an object for real, | knew that it was
hopeless and would not see them so well until an hour before early morning or
even could note see them before twelve ‘O’ clock at night. But at my ‘43rd object’
| tried to spot the nebula and saw white and grey clouds, and spotted my first
object with my own eyes. | know that black and white is normal for a refractor
telescope because the refraction creates colour distortion.

| could still manage everything well only for the cloudless sky. After continuing to
spot objects ‘not with my own eyes’ clouds started covering almost every inch of
the sky. Only the brightest objects could be seen through the clouds. But to the
luck that | wanted, most of the messier objects did not try to reside in the clouds
and | saw messier 102 a spindle galaxy, 109 a barred spiral galaxy ‘with my own
eyes’. As | was checking all the objects in numerical order in the stellarium app, |
finished spotting the ones that were available by 11:50 pm. | had to start over
again and check in my notebook at 12:20 am so | took a nap for half an hour. |
woke up to the alarm at 12:20 am. The short nap was better than a nightful of
sleep.

The failure with a great conclusion.

Then | pursued again from the start and spotted messier 16, also known as the
eagle nebula, and messier 18, an open cluster. All the messier objects appear
as a combination of grey and white because almost none of them are stars. After
spotting 84 stars and 5 with my own eyes | went to bed with the alarm at three
thirty to spot some more objects. But the extreme tiredness overpowered my
interestand put me into a deep sleep until seven o’clock in the morning.

At first, | was disappointed that | could not even spot a hundred objects. It
seemed to me that | was a failure. As | thought through later that day, my
experience was expectation-exceeding. Before less than half the time
available, | spotted four-fifths of all the objects.

My father said that he would buy me the premium version of the stellarium app
and was happy with my record. | understood that in that situation with no prior
experience, my achievementwas good enough.

We sing this short prayer before we eat our food everyday while in school. Simply put this shloka is about Brahma.
Not Brahman, he is a God only mere form of Brahma. Brahma is utter completeness, the basis of the truth of our
existence. In

the sloka, we talk of a man who desires to realise Brahma. He consciously believes in the existence of Brahma,
and sacrifices the “havis’ (Sacrifice of homa) which is Brahma into a fire whih is also Brahma. The sacrifices is
also Brahma and Brahmaiis the goal reached by him as he gets absorbed in Brhama.

The reason we sing this before food is because we can slightly twist its meaning. Here, we can also consider
“food”as the ‘havis’ (which is Brahma) which we eat (sacrifice) for ourselves (we are Brahma). This reinforces our
supreme goal of realising Brahmain ourselves, the things around us and our actions.

Meaning-wise, this sloka is quite easy to understand. It again states how everything is utterly full or complete,
which brings us back to Brahma. Brahma is the substratum of all of us. Just like how gold is the substratum of gold
bangles and necklaces. There is a line in the shloka that states, “Taking purna from purna, purna still remains”
purna or Brahma is quite literally infinite and limitless. Infinity is still infinity if you take infinity from it, this is a non-
dualistic view-point.

Take an ocean and its waves. The wave appears to be incomplete and limits, but it is really just as infinite as the
ocean itself. If we consider we are not this body, but the infinity of Brahma, we realise duality is apparent, but that
is not the supreme truth. We all are Brahma, and we all come from Brahma, but Brahma

still remains.

These two shlokas are really prominent representations of how people practice Sanatana Dharma view the
universe. When we realise the limitless capacity of the Brahma within us [who in fact, is us itself ] we begin to see
the limitless ability of ourselves. In fact, we can’t even say the sky is for the truth states, there is no limit at all.

You're easily one of the best teachers out there who puts in efforts
to uplift your students not just in mathematics, but in their life too.
